Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Under the FOI I would like to request the following information.

1. Do you have a dedicated (electrically qualified) person/team managing electrical risk for your organisation? if so, can we have a contact?
Leicester City Council do not have a dedicated person/team responsible for managing risk. The responsibility for electrical safety for any particular section and/or buildings are managed and delegated to the most appropriate employees through hierarchical organisation structure.

The housing department has a dedicated workforce who provide responsive repairs and maintenance. The electrical work that is carried out is certified under Part P of the Building Regulations and accredited by the Electrical Contractors Association (ECA). The council’s membership of the ECA is managed by a team of three electrical qualifying supervisors.

2. How many domestic (Social Housing) properties do you manage? - this one may be for you, Jane?
Leicester City Council housing department manage 21880 domestic properties

3. Do you quality assure the documents your contractors produce? if so, what percentage?
The level of quality assurance for documents generally, as issued by contractors, depends on the type of document and the benefit to the service in carrying out the quality assurance. 

For example, Domestic electrical Installation Certificates for new kitchen installations are 100% checked by our own electrical engineers. This is to highlight any deviations from the regulations on the remainder of the dwelling’s electrical system. However, different documents may not be checked at the same percentage rate if the benefit of doing such checks does not provide a benefit to the service.

4. Are you aware of The Compliance Workbook, a software platform that can analyse 100% of your electrical documents (5 seconds per document) and depict any engineering risks that may be missed on paperwork you recieve? 

No, we are not aware of the Compliance Workbook.
