Adult Residential  Care

We do not operate a supplier framework for adult residential care. Where we need to contract with a service provider we enter into a spot contract (Core Agreement) with the provider which remains in place until either all placements are terminated or the Core Agreement is superseded by any new contract. 
Children Social Care (All Services)
Children’s social care services are provided by Leicester City council – these services are not commissioned out.  
Mental Health
Supported Living & Flexible Short Breaks. Initially for a period of two years commencing on 26th November 2012 and expiring on 25th November 2014. There is an option to extend for +1 year (to 25 November 2015) and +1 year (to 25 November 2016).
Community Opportunities (formerly DayCare Services) – initially for a period of two years commencing on 1st April 2014 and expiring on 31st March 2016, with an option to extend for a further two years at the Council’s discretion.
