How many council houses managed by Leicester City Council (or partner group e.g. Leicester Home Choice) met the government’s Decent Homes Standard this year and every year for the past four years (or to maximum comparable time scale without failing FOI affordability test)?

The following relates to all properties owned by Leicester City Council 

1st January 2014 = 100% of properties met the decent homes standard 

1st January 2013 = 100% of properties met the decent homes standard

1st January 2012 = 100% of properties met the decent homes standard
1st January 2011 = 100% of properties met the decent homes standard
1st January 2010 = 96.6 % of properties met the decent homes standard

Leicester HomeChoice is a choice-based lettings scheme, which enables people to see what social housing is available for rent in the city. 
There are a number of partners in HomeChoice, however Leicester City Council do not hold details as to whether their properties meet the decent homes standard.  Therefore this part of the letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Informaton Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by the Council.
How many council houses are managed by Leicester City Council (or partner group e.g. Leicester Home Choice)?

The number of properties owned by Leicester City Council as at 1st April 2014 was 21,956
