You asked:
Could you please provide copies of your datasets that provide information on the road adoption status of the highways within your area of authority?

If you are not able to provide copies of the datasets, could you please explain the reason why?

If you are not able to provide copies of the datasets, could you please advise how we can make arrangements to come and view the information at your offices?  Please advise the format the information will be presented in.

If you are able to provide datasets, could you please advise the procedures you would like us to follow to gain copies on a monthly basis (under the assumption that this will show any changes you have made)?

Answer:
Leicester City Council is required to maintain, under Section 36(6) of the Highways Act 1980, an up to date list of streets within the city. The List of Streets can be found at the following link.

The List of Streets principally contains an alphabetical list of highways - streets, footpaths, bridleways and cycle tracks - that are adopted (maintainable at public expense). It also lists those highways that are unadopted (maintained privately) as well as a developing record of permissive paths and named private accesses. Each entry is identified by its start and finish point and the record includes the classified road number, where appropriate, and the reference number for each definitively mapped footpath and bridleway. 

Those highways which are subject to a Section 38 agreement are identified within the document, because Section 38 agreements are supported by a bond adoption will be undertaken at no cost to the frontagers. Certain highways are constructed by the council and will be adopted without cost to the frontagers, and these are also identified within the document.
For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, in this instance the Council Website, as it is already in the public domain.
Could you please advise whether you have any other datasets available in relation to highways e.g. improvements, TROs, Rights of Way?

Highway improvements – report to full council – however decision to rescind improvement lines are delegated.
