Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to receive a copy of all information you have regarding the research and consultation activity which took place around the St Mary's Triangle pay and display scheme in Clarendon Park, Leicester.

In particular I'd like to see any research or consultation undertaken with:

People who currently park in this area during the day (often referred to as commuters) - I'd particularly like to know if they were asked where they would park when the scheme was brought in and the answers to this.
There was no specific consultation with this group but street surveys were conducted at different times during the week (to identify commuters) and at weekends. This was used to establish commuter parking patterns during the working week. A legal notice concerning the scheme was displayed in the area and a notice also posted in the Leicester Mercury. The notice invited objections to be sent to the City Council.
Local shopkeepers (on Queens Road and Clarendon Park Road) who I'm told will be the beneficiaries of this scheme - what were their views and overall were they in favour or against the proposal?
Queens Road shops and businesses asked their ward member Councillor Kitterick to investigate the possibility of improving parking for shoppers and the introduction of shoppers’ parking. St Mary’s Triangle offered the most practical solution. A legal notice concerning the scheme was displayed in the area and a notice also posted in the Leicester Mercury. We have received no adverse comments from the shopkeepers.
Shoppers who drive to Queens Road and Clarendon Park Road and their thoughts and opinions on the scheme?
Shoppers were not directly consulted. A legal notice concerning the scheme was displayed in the area and a notice also posted in the Leicester Mercury. We have received no adverse comments from shoppers.
Which streets were consulted when the consultation of local residents took place?
The streets consulted were; St Mary’s Road, Knighton Park Rd (western branch) and The Avenue in May 2014.
Please find attached a copy of the consultation letter, the proposed plan plus the notice displayed in the area and the notice posted in the Leicester Mercury.
