Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please can you provide me (as a Freedom of Information request) with the total cost of the Leicester Caribbean Carnival 2014 to the council and if possible, a breakdown of that cost?

Areas for consideration of cost may be, but not limited to –

Security, including overall worth of police and other security services on the day   

Including, risk assessments and health and safety considerations, road closures, crowd safety, barriers etc. Cost of overtime, cost of security staff, cost of extra police or security staff used for the visit. Cost of time taken up by security or police staff working on the visit as part of their core duties.  Cost of any security equipment including transport that was bought or loaned for the event. Cost of any search operations or similar. If any other security costs were met by any other police departments, such as the metropolitan police force. Any subsistence costs from staff.

Catering

Including cost of food and drink, catering staff wages and equipment (hired and/or purchased) etc
Entertainment

Including displays, technical equipment (hired and/or purchased), technical staff wages, music, Marque etc
Decoration

Including cost of flowers or other decorations, building works (materials and staff wages) etc.

Organisation

Including cost of time spent by staff to arrange the event, “rest” facilities, building hire, administration and stationary costs, transport and stewarding etc. Cost of advertising.
ANSWER:  
Leicester City Council has provided Leicester Caribbean Carnival Ltd with a funding contribution of £60,000 in the financial year 2014/15 towards the 2014 Caribbean Carnival event which took place on Saturday 2nd August; with a particular emphasis on the funding being used for the city centre procession/parade.

The funding was provided as a combination of direct payments to the organisation; and direct payment of services including traffic management, hire of De Montfort Hall for the event control, waste management in the city, and parks services support / costs. Final details of the costs are not yet complete however any additional costs over £60,000 will be invoiced to Leicester Caribbean Carnival Ltd. Please find attached a breakdown of the total estimated cost to the Council.
A further payment of £1,303 was paid for fencing across the park which was a requirement Leicester City Council imposed close to the event in order to maintain public access on to the park. This was not part of their agreed funding; we paid for it because it was a necessary service we required implementing, therefore it is not listed on the attached spreadsheet.
Leicester Caribbean Carnival Ltd is responsible for procuring and paying for all services and supplies for the event, with the exception of the agreed items as detailed above. 
Leicester City Council does not have information on the cost of policing; a request for that information would need to go via Leicestershire Police.

The Council provided support in advance of the event with staff attending planning meetings, and on the day of the event itself. This is carried out for other large scale events which take place on public spaces in the city. Therefore no additional staffing costs were incurred other than those listed on the attached – everything else is within our service delivery. Similarly, no advertising costs specific to the event have been incurred by Leicester City Council.
