3) The maximum fine that can be levied on someone for leafleting without a licence in your authority.
£80.00 is the maximum fixed penalty charge notice we issue. If this fine is not paid, then the offender is taken to court and if found guilty by the magistrate’s court then the maximum fine that can be awarded by the court is £2,500. 
4) The total number of fines that were levied on people for leafleting without a licence during 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14.
The total number of Fixed Penalty Notices issued is:-

2011 - 2012 = 155
2012 - 2013 = 113

2013 - 2014 = 59
5) The total value of the fines (in £) that were levied on people for leafleting without a licence during 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14.
The total value of the Fixed Penalty Notices is:-

2011 - 2012 = £12,400

2012 - 2013 = £9,040
2013 - 2014 = £4,720
6) The five (5) highest value fines that were levied on people for leafleting without a licence during 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14.
2011 - 2012 = All the fines were issued at £80.00

2012 - 2013 = All the fines were issued at £80.00
2013 - 2014 = All the fines were issued at £80.00
7) The restricted leafleting zone in the authority with the largest number of fines handed out to people for leafleting without a licence during 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14. Please provide the name of the zone, and the total number of fines handed out there to people leafleting without a licence during 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2013-14.
We only have one zone and all the fines have been issued inside this area. Please see link above under question 1 for a map of the area. The name of this zone is called the ‘Free Distribution Zone’. Please see response to question 4, which gives the total number of fines issued between 2011 & 2014.
