I am interested in understanding your current arrangements regarding the accreditation and registration arrangements you have for landlords and properties in your area. I have set out in the attached file the questions I am seeking to answer. I have also set out below some definitions which are intended to clarify the terms I have used in the questions.
Landlord Registration - this type of scheme would require basic details of landlords who are within the scope of the scheme (e.g. name and contact details)
Landlord Accreditation - this type of scheme would require landlords within the scope of the scheme to undergo or commit to training before becoming scheme members.
Property Registration - this type of scheme would require the registration of all properties within scope (e.g. private rented sector) on a formal register.
Property Accreditation - this type of scheme would require the registration and physical inspection of all (or potentially a sample for landlords with multiple properties) properties.
