You asked:
I am in the process of developing a project that looks at what happens to our remains after death. 

In particular I would like to find out more about the post cremation process.  The Institute of Cemetery and Cremation Management (ICCM) have informed me that your organisation has signed up to the recycling scheme it promotes on behalf of Dutch company Orthometals who undertake sensitive recycling of metals remaining after cremation.

I was hoping you would be able to answer a few short questions below as part of my research:

i. When did your organisation join the scheme?
ANSWER:  2007
ii. Does your organisation make the next of kin of the deceased aware of the recycling scheme, if so how?
Yes. We provide a leaflet and the person applying for the cremation is asked to sign their consent on the application form for cremation.
iii. Do you find that families see the recycling element of the scheme as a positive initiative?
Yes

iv. Knowing that profits go to charity, did your crematoria avail of the option of selecting a charity? If so which one and can you outline how much has been raised to date?
Our nominated charity is Rainbows Hospice. The scheme has raised £21,755 to date.
