You asked:

I received a Letter from Peter Soulsby ref 2014/Nov/AS (dated 14/11/14) regarding the Western Park Residents Parking Scheme. I have two queries about this letter.  

Firstly I would like to know the cost of the letter distribution, including the cost to hand-deliver the letters on a Saturday. 

Answer:

The total cost of distributing the leaflets over the weekend was £241.71.

Secondly, on page two the mayor says they "received petition from a large number of local residents asking us to introduce a scheme in the western park area". I would like to know the total of people who signed the petition. 
The City Council received an e-mail containing 68 individually signed letters which were treated as individual objections to the Westcotes Scheme as it was proposed and requested for it to be extended to the Western Park area. 
I would also like to know who it was submitted by and on what date please.
The petition was submitted via email on the 20th January 2014.

We are withholding the name of the person who submitted the petition since we consider that to be an absolute exemption under section 40(2) (personal data), and this therefore constitutes a refusal under section 17 of the Freedom of information Act 2000.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
