Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
The Equality Impact Assessment for the proposals for highway changes on the Golden Mile.  We realise this will not have been completed, but the assessment done so far.
Answer:
The “proposals for highway changes on the Golden Mile” do not consist of a scheme we are proposing to construct, they are concepts for the type of scheme we are considering as a possibility for the area and have been consulted on in order to get people’s views on the issues and difficulties with this concept.  For this reason an Equality Impact Assessment has not been carried out but further work is planned to look at design options for the area and an EIA will be undertaken when a potential design is identified.

Although an EIA as such has not been undertaken we are aware of the potential implications for disabled people of the concept we have been considering and will continue to take them into account.

The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
