The data below is collected by the NHS and relates to the measure 2Cii - 
number of patient delayed that are attributable to adult social care or 
jointly to social care and the NHS. We have collected this data from the 
NHS website (as identified by the link below) and relates to the number of 
patient delayed (for those aged 18 and over) taken on a snapshot day 
each month (last Thursday of the calendar month) over the year.

Reporting as per the criteria commenced on the 1st April 2011 hence 
the NHS has figures for 9 months only.

1st April 2011 to 31st December 2011 – 63 patient delays


1st January to 31st December 2012 – 113 patient delays 


1st January to 31st December 2013 – 139 patient delays


1st January to 31st October 2014 – 135 patient delays (data from the NHS 
website only available until this month)

3. What is the longest number of delayed discharge days for a patient delayed by social care in the last 5 years?* When was this?

The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a 
refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 
because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not 
held by Leicester City Council.
