Answer:
Responsibility for compiling the register of electors lies with the Electoral Registration Officer (ERO) who is an appointed officer of the Council. The ERO has a duty under Section 9A of the Representation People Act 1983 (as amended by the Electoral Registration and Administration Act 2013) to take all necessary steps to comply to maintain the electoral register, and to ensure, as far as is reasonably practicable, that all those eligible (and no others) are registered in it. The target has therefore always been to register all those who are eligible.
