The total number of works of art owned (oils, watercolours, drawings and prints) by the Council are 5011. The total current insurance valuation for the fine art within the museum collection is £54,510,650. And the total number on permanent display within a museum/another city venue at present is 149. This figure is set to rise to approximately 200 during the summer when various museum gallery projects are finished.
