Could you advise the names and locations of off-street parking sites owned directly or indirectly by Leicester City Council where you have replaced a statutory regime with a non-statutory/commercial method.

If you are operating this business model could you advise if you have taken advice since the receipt of this letter to ensure your management of parking facilities with Leicester fully meets the guidance in that letter.

Answer:

Since 2nd January 2007, Leicester City Council operates both on street and off street parking under the Traffic Management Act 2004. 
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
