You asked:
Extension of contract of volunteer organisations in Leicester for year 2015-2016.
 
As I know that Leicester City Council had extended the contract of volunteer organisations in Leicester. I would like to know that which organisation contract was extended, for how long period, and how much money that organisation is going to receive. Is the amount of money an organisation receives, increased or decreased than last year.
Answer:
The City Council has a large number of contracts with voluntary and community sector organisations. We have assumed your request relates to the contracts that the City Council has with a number of organisations which support representation of, and help strengthen engagement with, communities in Leicester (either with specific communities of identity or with communities who share a protected characteristic), and who act as a point of contact between communities and the City Council in order to support cohesion and integration. This is based on the fact that it has been recently publicised that these contracts were extended.

The specific organisations are listed below. Their existing contracts were due to end on 31st January 2015 and have all now been extended for 9 months until 31st October 2015. The value of this extension for each organisation is shown in the table below. The level of funding on a per annum basis remains unchanged from what they have previously received.
