I would like to receive an up to date project directory and a list of sub-contractors, suppliers and consultants of all of the companies involved in the 800 Council Properties (Improvements). The Scheme comprises a miscellaneous repair and maintenance services, building construction work, roof works and other special trade construction works. Building installation work, building completion work, repair and maintenance services of building installations. Installation services of electrical and mechanical equipment, building services and building inspections. Leicester City Council ("the Council") are responsible for Property Services at approximately 800 Local Government Buildings (excluding Housing), including schools, community homes, libraries and museums etc. all within the boundaries of Leicester City. The Council invites applications from suitably experienced and qualified Specialist Contractor(s) for the following Categories of Works on Council Buildings: 1. Emergency call out services; a. Normal working hours' - with 2 hours of a request being made, and b. Out of hours' - within 1 hour of a request being made. 2. Reactive Repair; 3. Routine Repairs; 4. Planned Maintenance. 5. Minor Improvements and alterations. 6. Project works including principal contractor, design and specification. The contract is intended for works not exceeding £100k per individual order value. The above categories of works will be tendered in 7 separate lots. The length of the arrangement will be for a period of 3 years with two 12 month optional contract extensions at the end of the year 3 and 4 year which is at the sole discretion of the Council. Estimated value excluding VAT £36.750 million.

Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is as follows:
The original intention was to go out to tender on the basis of 100K per individual order. A decision was made to alter this part way through the award process and it was retendered as up to 10k on any one order. Thus the tender of 2012 quoted above was never let.
