In response to your Freedom of Information Act 2000 request, please find attached traffic flow data for our two annual count sites on the A426 Aylestone / Lutterworth Road for 2011 to 2014.

Please note that the 2013 counts were undertaken while work was on-going on the A426 scheme, and are therefore lower than the surrounding counts.

The county council are currently drafting an After Study report on the A426 improvement works and this will be published in due course.

Regarding the second part of your request for traffic flows on Newarke Street, unfortunately we do not have any traffic count sites located on that road and this information is therefore not available.
