You asked:

As a point of clarification could you have a look at the attached image and tell me why it clearly shows a private company managing LCC land NOT under TMA 2004.

Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is attached.
The City Council has replaced no statutory regimes with non-statutory commercial methods.

In the last 10 plus years, we have however used commercial methods on the Non-Operational Portfolio (ie our commercial property holdings) where there have been parking control issues. These include currently off street parking at:-

Regent Road, Duke St Open, Royal East St, Cobden St, Upper Brown St, Abbotsford Road, Jarrom St carparks.

This method is also used on a number of commercial sites (industrial, estate shop, managed workspaces) and private roads to maintain access and parking control.

The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
