Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
This is a request under the Freedom of Information Act.

I request that documents containing the following information be provided to me: National Indicator 35: Building Resilience to Violent Extremism data (and subcomponent indicators) for Leicester, from 2008/9 to the present. If data is available for limited dates only, I am interested in the available data. 

I am also requesting the corresponding National Indicator 36: Protection against terrorist attack PSA 26 for Leicester from 2009 to the present. Again, if data is limited, I am interested in whatever is available.

Answer:
Please find attached the available data for the Prevent National Indicator 35 assessment documents for Leicester for 2007-8, 2008-9 and 2009-10.
From 2011 the National Indicator set was abolished by the new coalition Government and in 2012 the new Prevent Strategy came into operation.  These indicators ceased to be reported on in this way. Reporting and accountability for local areas under the new strategy was direct to the Home Office (and at the same time Government Offices were abolished). 

National Indicator 36 was not one of the indicators that Leicester partners chose for its Public Sector Agreement or Local Area Agreements with the Government, and so no information is available for this measure.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
