As you will be aware, the Children’s Act 1989 requires local authorities to keep a register of disabled children in their area. Can you please provide the following information to us:

a) Confirmation that the local authority has an active register.

ANSWER:  

The disabled Children’s Service has held a Register of Disabled Children since 2002.
b) Provide the number of disabled children on that register.

There are currently 1698 children and young people registered.

c) What methods the local authority uses to promote the register to families – for example, details provided through Special Schools, via Health Visitors, through website access.

We promote the register at public events, on websites, via leaflets, and in person to families.

The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
