1. Has your local authority set up a housing company to deliver new homes?
ANSWER:  The Council set up, and is a member of, HomeCome, a not for profit private company that owns 135 properties (through acquisition) and is now concentrating on private sector leasing. The Council manages these homes on behalf of HomeCome and lets them to people on its Housing Register.
2. If not, is it contemplating setting one up?
In addition to the above the council is currently reviewing the option of establishing a housing company but no decision has been made at this point in time.
