Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I am seriously concerned about the building at the corner of Loughborough Road and Vicarage Lane. As part of the Freedom of information act I would like to request any investigations that the Council may have undertaken in the past and any actions or decisions made on this property as I believe it has been brought to the Councils attention and yet nothing has been done. Also any Risk Assessments that may have been undertaken.
ANSWER:  

The first request to inspect this property was received in September 2000 for loose roof slates, following prolonged negotiations the work was completed in June 2004.

A request to inspect the site was received in February 2005 which no action was deemed necessary. Please see notes on page 19 in the attached document.
A request to inspect the condition of the building was received in September 2005 which no action was deemed necessary. Please see notes on page 20 in the attached document.
A further request was received in November 2006 to inspect the property. A report is referenced within the Council’s records to have been received on 20.12.2007 supplied by the owner’s surveyor but no guidance was received regarding the strategy for the monitoring of the movement in the building; however this report is not contained within our retained records.

Again in June 2014 after years of further neglect we were asked to inspect the property by our City warden service. We have again been in discussion with the owners regarding its deteriorating condition. With the owner not cooperating with our requests it was decided to take formal enforcement action. A Notice and schedule of works was sent to the owners on 26th March 2015. To date we have not received a formal response to this Notice, however, a contractor has appeared on site but it is unclear the extent of the works that are proposed for the property. Should the works not be completed to our satisfaction or cover the items on the schedule of the Notice, we will proceed via the magistrates court to get an order for the works to be completed.
