You asked: Follow up request to 7745:-
I do not accept the refusal and estimate that it will take over 148 hours to obtain this information.

A copy of the contract - at most 30 minutes assuming that a pdf'd set of the contract is potentially uploaded for public access already; or that it is saved in a single folder for simple upload or burn on to cd or similar.

Redacted Schedule of Rates - at most 30 minutes to find the original document issued at Tender thus without any rates 

Method of measurement redacted - included in the above (for contract)

List of planned maintenance scheme - 30 minutes assuming contained in a single document

Copy of redacted final accounts - acknowledged that this may take 1 hour each for 20 schemes.  Therefore, I will adjust my request for 5 schemes.

As such, I do not see how this original request may have taken anywhere close to 148 hours, and the amended request should take at most 1 day and within the time limitations.

Clarification received on 30/04/15:-

I will limit this request to Schedule C listed below; and if time permits then the Jubilee Square Public Realm scheme too.
Further Clarification received on 30/04/15:-
I guess the most important things are:

Local amendments to the method of measurement (I'm versed on the standard method of measurement and know where to view this online);

A redacted Schedule of Rates to show items only - I do not wish to request the actual rates as they will be highly commercially sensitive!;

A redacted Bill of Quantities for the Jubilee Square Public Realm scheme - which similar to the Schedule of Rates does not include any costs but at least shows the items and the measured quantities.

I think that will do actually.

ANSWER:  Please find attached an unpriced copy of our Term Maintenance Contract for Highway Works 2009-14 (+1+1), Schedule C: HRA Repairs and the amendments (“Preambles”) to the Method of Measurement for Highway Works that were issued when those schedules were procured. Although it is described as “interim”, it is the version that still applies to this contract.
