You asked:
*  Please provide the number of primary age and, separately, secondary age children in the local authority who are due to start school in September but are currently without a school place.
Nil for both Primary and Secondary age pupils

We don’t hold comparable figures for previous years therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
*  Where possible, please give the reasons that children might be without school places for September. For example - the offer of school places have not been accepted, LA was unable to offer a place at parents' preferred schools, families applied to schools which handle their own admissions but were unsuccessful and then approached the council, problems with free school premises, the number of applications have risen significantly etc.

Possibly all those reasons but at present all Primary and Secondary pupils have a school place.

* Please provide any documentation from the last 12 months (minutes of meetings, reports, research, memos) which mention the impact of immigration on primary or secondary school places

Mainstream Pupil Place Planning – general update 

The predictions were based on 2014 data from the School Capacity Projects Survey which used base projections and the cohort survival rate.  The forecasting showed New Arrivals however it was thought that the numbers were growing at a greater rate than first anticipated.  The figures did not include data from any planned housing developments.  Work was taking place to produce new roll projections and to include the new round of births data.

Birth rates had stabilised for the 2015/16 intake onwards but it was more difficult to predict the numbers staying in the City due to the economic climate.  This was the first year that there would be no overfill places in reception years, although they would still be needed in later year groups.
