ANSWER:  The contract is a standard contract for the supply and maintenance of bus shelters with fees relating to advertisements paid to the Council. The contract duration is 1 April 2003 – 31 March 2018.
· What number of these shelters are owned by the advertising supplier and what number owned by the Council 
The Council own 67 shelters and the advertising supplier provide and own 440 shelters.
· What are the financial benefits to the Council annually and over the life of the contract
The payments made to the Council are in respect of the advertising rights that are provided by the contract, which is currently over £400k per annum with recent amounts as follows:
