ANSWER:  
Between the dates 1st April 2014 and 31st March 2015, the total number of Penalty Charge Notices issued was: 40,801. Please find attached Penalty Charge Notices issued by Street.

The total number of Penalty Charge Notices Paid to Date (6th July 2015): 29,861.
Please be advised the system used is unable to provide a report or information on the type of vehicle issued to. This would require checking photographic evidence of every Penalty Charge Notice individually and would take approximately 680 hours checking at the rate of 1 a minute.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

We estimate it will take 680 hours to process your request. This is calculated 
                  1 Minute x 40,801 Cases ÷ 60 Minutes = 680 Hours
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may wish to refine your request by narrowing its scope by being more specific about what information you particularly wish to obtain, including any dates or period of time relevant to the information required.
