Request 1:

How much the council has spent on the Premier League football club(s) in its borough in last five years.

I would like an overall figure and a breakdown of what this money was spent on.

In the cases of those boroughs with more than one club, I would like details for each team separately.
ANSWER:  
Leicester City Council has spent £141.78 on Leicester City Football Club since August 2014 when they became a premier league football club. The £141.78 was spent in April 2015 by Leicester City Council’s Adult Skills & Learning Service for a Family Learning Event at King Power Stadium.

Request 2:

Each 'if asked for' statement relating to any professional sports team in your borough over the last five years - regardless of whether they were sent or not.
Clarification received 24/06/15:
From time to time council press offices prepare what are referred to as 'if asked' statements. They are usually on a development that would be of note to the press and general public but are not released unless a member of the press requests it.

We do not have any “if asked for” statements.

The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

Request 3:
The last two hygiene reports from the stadia of each professional sports team in your borough.

Please find attached the last two hygiene reports from the stadia of each professional sports team in Leicester. There is an odd number because in one instance the establishment is new and has been inspected once – no second report exists.
