Please see the attached copy of the spreadsheet “copy of buildings suitable for PV”. This lists a range of Council-owned operational buildings and schools that were considered as part of a desktop review of suitability for solar pv panels, following the Government’s introduction of Feed-in Tariffs. Please note that no detailed assessment of these buildings has been carried out to check the condition of roofs, or structural calculations to determine their ability to carry any additional loading.   

What properties have been fitted with solar panels, and ones that are due to be fitted with solar panels and estimated date of fitting. 

Please find attached a second spreadsheet with the list of council housing properties by street where PV panels have been installed. The number of the street has been removed under section 40(2) of the FOI ACt– personal data.
The operational buildings and schools with solar pv fitted are included on a separate tab in the first spreadsheet. 

Solar panels are currently being installed at the following operational buildings and all work will be completed by the end of August 2015.

· The Brite Centre, Braunstone, Leicester. 

· Evington Leisure Centre, Evington, Leicester.
