Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
· How many fixed penalty fines has you authority issued relating to bin collections (e.g. putting bin out to early or overfilling the bin) for the financial years 2012/13, 2013/14 and 2014/15.
ANSWER:  

2012/13 =278

2013/14 =34

2014/15 =67
· The total amount raised from those fines for each of those years.
2012/13 = £3,690.00

2013/14 = £540.00

2014/15 = £1,040.00
A small number of FPN’s are unpaid, some of these are discontinued usually due to not being able to trace the offender but most unpaid FPN’s then go to court. A period of around 3 months is allowed in some cases when a payment plan is agreed.
Please also note the FPN amount was originally £110 and this was reduced in 2013 to £80. With this offence if 4 people live in a property we would issue 4 FPN’s however only 1 of the 4 would need to be paid in full so we would only receive £110 (pre-2013) or £80 per household. In 2014 the Government announced changes to the legislation decriminalising the offence. In anticipation of this we reduced our work in this area however the government took longer than expected to get this through and the changes only took effect in 2015.

The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
