2. For each of the last three financial years (2012/13, 2013/14, 2014/15) and this financial year to date, please provide the costs of hiring grass, 3G and artificial outdoor pitches?  Please provide the flat-rate fee per match and break this down into the fees for adult and youth games.

2015-16 – Grass Pitch Maintenance spend so far is not known /3G maintenance costs so far = £3226.00
2014-15 – Grass Pitch Maintenance total £79,579 /3G Maintenance total =£38k
2013-14 - Grass Pitch Maintenance total £74,094 /3G Maintenance total = £26k
