I would be grateful if you could provide data in each category for each financial year. 

Please find your completed spreadsheet attached. 
Please note that some information requested by you is not held by Leicester City Council. Where the age of the alleged perpetrator is known to us we have withheld this data under s40(2) – personal data. Individuals could potentially be identified by staff and/or parents in schools/leisure facilities where they know the specific age of a staff member that may have been suspended/investigated. Where no wrongdoing has been found this would be unfair to them and breach Principle 1 of the Data Protection Act 1998. We have also withheld the age of the victim where known under section 40(2), again this information could potentially identify a young person.  If for example a Karate Instructor was known to have been suspended over allegations of sexual abuse and only one 8 year old female pupil attended said class. 
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
