Leicester Recovery Partnership (LRP) has the contract from Leicester City Council to deliver substance misuse services for people living in Leicester City; this contract runs from 1st July 2013 to the 30th June 2016. A full range of support services is available from its main hub in Leicester City Centre i.e. Renaissance House. LRP also provides assessment and treatment at a range of venues across the city in locations that best suit service user needs. Widening Horizons (WH) is an element of the service specification which LRP subcontracts. WH provides a range of structured treatment and recovery focussed groups for service users coming via LRP or service users requiring ongoing aftercare support to help them maintain the changes they have made. 

New Service Users Referred
The number of service users referred to the service is 600 for 2014-15 contract year.

-Exsisting service users returned after discharge Success Rate (ie Dischargesd service users not returned into treatment)
The data for Quarter 1 for LPT successful completions shows that: 

For Opiate clients 8.7% of the total caseload successfully completed and of which 17.1% re-presented for treatment in the following 6 months

For Alcohol clients 35.2% of the total caseload successfully completed treatment of which 13.1% re -presented for treatment in the following 6 months

For Quarter 1 LRP has referred 23 people to in patient detox at The Woodlands.
