In order to provide the information you have requested we estimate it would take HR and the Job Evaluation Team 25 hours (in total) to manually collate and check the data for each post, which would be in excess of the 18 hours limit under Section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act.  We are therefore unable to provide you with the information you have requested.
