2. What practises/processes do the council currently have, or intend to have, in place for how they are going to manage/monitor the 30-year requirement for Biodiversity Net Gain (BNG) from November 2023 when 10% BNG becomes mandatory? 
We have an internal working group in the process of developing proposals which will be published in advance of implementation in November 2023.  Therefore, the Council has applied the provisions of the exception to disclosure (a lawful reason under the EIR to withhold disclosure of requested information) contained at Regulation 12(4) (d)-Incomplete data and unfinished documents.

This provides an exception to the duty to make environmental information available when the request relates to material which is still in the course of completion, thus constituting unfinished documents or incomplete data.

3. What information/technology systems do you plan to utilise to manage/monitor the delivery of BNG? 
The council will use its existing in-house planning and Geographic Information Systems information to manage and monitor BNG.

4. Which outside bodies (eg. wildlife trusts, ecologists, community groups, habitat banks) are you working with to assist in delivering Biodiversity Net Gain? 
Delivery partners not yet appointed 

5. Is the council planning to use any of their own land to deliver BNG? If so, please provide details of the location and size. 

Yes, however the proposals are currently in draft form and not yet approved
