With regard to Section 50 licence works, the Council does not have a select list for these works.  Any Contractor can apply for a licence as long as they have the necessary qualifications in force to carry out the works e.g. New Road and Street works accreditation to work on the highway, and 10 million Public Liability insurance, and each application is assessed individually.
