Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1. How many CCTV cameras are owned by your council to catch drivers breaking traffic laws, and how many are currently in use?
ANSWER: 

Leicester City Council has two LaneWatch cameras to capture bus gate contraventions. These LaneWatch cameras are static cameras and take photo evidence of a vehicle entering and exiting a bus gate and capture the vehicle registration Number. There is no use of CCTV.
2. Please specify where these cameras are placed and their intended use on-site? (E.g. to catch drivers making U-turns / illegal right turns / using a bus lane / yellow-box junction offenses)
Leicester City Council has two cameras being used under Section 144 of the Transport Act 2000 for the Civil Enforcement of Bus Lanes with use of cameras. In July 2012 the department of transport granted powers for the usage of two LaneWatch cameras on Charles Street northbound and another usage of LaneWatch camera on Causeway Lane. The cameras are placed to capture motorist contravening the bus gate which is exempted only for buses, taxi and cycles.

3. How many fines have been issued and what revenue has your council gained over the past four years as a result of these cameras? Please provide a breakdown for 2012, 2013, 2014, and so far in 2015
Camera enforcement came into force in July 2012. To date we have issued the following Penalty charge notices:-

· July 2012 – March 2013 PCNs issued 32355

· April 2013 – March 2014 PCNs issued 20439

· April 2014 – March 2015 PCNs issued 13055

· April 2015 – August 2015 PCNs issued 4156

Revenue that has been generated is as follows:- 

· July 2012 - March 2013 - £1,118,334

· April 2013 - March 2014 - £644,010

· April 2014 – March 2015 - £313,101

· April 2015 – August 2015 - £104,729
4. How many people are employed in departments monitoring and processing CCTV driving offences?
In relation to Bus Lane enforcement there is only 4.5 staff processing penalty charge notices.

5. Please specify where the fines monies are allocated
Any surplus revenue that is created from Bus Lane Enforcement is used to offset the cost of operating and maintaining the bus enforcement scheme. Any surplus revenue that is raised is spent in accordance with regulation 36 of the Bus Lane Contraventions (Penalty Charges, Adjudication and enforcement) (England) regulations 2005. For Leicester City Council it is spent on the Highway Network and transportation schemes.
