Answer:
Our central system records this information once it has become a disciplinary only.  The reason for the disciplinary is logged in a free text box and the reporting tool cannot pick up free text.  As such this would require us to go into each individual record to see what was recorded and if it was relevant to your request.  
The Council does not have to respond to the request under section 12 of the FOI Act if it would take over 18 hours to provide you with the information. We estimate it will take approximately 10 minutes to go into each record and see what was in the free text and then determine whether this is applicable to your request, and to then open the attachments to see the details. Based on that it would therefore take approximately 262 hours, at 10 minutes per file with a total of 1576 files for the period 2010/11 – 2014/15.  Alternatively you could refine your request.
