Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to know the number of taxi drivers with criminal convictions who have been granted/refused licenses by the council since 2005.

I would like also like details of the crimes of those who were granted licenses.

In particular, I would be interested in learning more detail about the convictions of those with major motor offences and sexual offences.
ANSWER:  Leicester City Council does not hold this information. 

Every new driver has to have a Disclosure and Barring Service check when they first apply, an assessment is then made of whether the driver is a fit and proper person to hold a licence in view of any convictions they may have. However the information on the disclosure is not recorded on our system and the DBS do not allow us to hold a copy of the disclosure. This process is repeated every three years.
The Council does not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The legislation allows you to use the information supplied for your own personal use, or for journalistic purposes. If the information is a dataset (which does not relate to the environment), you may also use the information for commercial re-use under an Open Government Licence.
