Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked for:
1, The extra allowance given to the Lord Mayor for fulfilling the role during 2014-15 term of office. 

Answer:
The Lord Mayor receives an allowance of £16,039 of which £ 5,176 is administered by the Member & Civic Support Team.  The allowance is provided to meet the cost of purchasing a range of requisite clothing required to undertake the role of Lord Mayor as well as meeting the cost of any essential expenses associated with fulfilling the duties

2, The cost of all staff who work in the Lord Mayor's office. 

We do not have a team solely dedicated to supporting the Lord Mayor.  The Member & Civic Support Team are responsible for providing support to the Lord Mayor, Deputy Lord Mayor and High Bailiff as well as planning and delivering a range of other civic activity including events such as the Remembrance Service, Armed Forces Day events, Hereditary Freeman ceremonies, citizenship ceremonies and tours of the Town Hall.  The team also provide support to all councillors on a day to day basis including support for ward surgeries, administrative support for dealing with constituent enquiries, processing councillors expenses and allowances and IT equipment support.  We do not distinguish between the duties to support the Lord Mayor and Councillors within the team and are therefore unable to provide a specific cost.
3,  The cost of the council official cars used to transport the Lord Mayor, including make and model of car or cars, costs for purchasing, maintaining and operating the cars (including drivers). 
We have one official car which is used to transport the Lord Mayor and this is a Toyota Avensis.  We pay an annual rental of £3,878.86 which includes insurance and maintenance.  Fuel costs for the year were £616.20.  Driving the civic vehicle is part of the duties of staff within the Member & Civic Support Team and casual drivers are only used to provide necessary cover for annual leave and sickness. The cost of this was £ 1,087.         

4, Any allowance for clothing received by the Lord Mayor for themselves or for their partner and / or expenses claimed for clothing. 
During the mayoral year 2014/2015, £3,674.99 was spent on clothing for the Lord Mayor and his Consort.  This was taken from the £5,176 allowance administered by the Member & Civic Support Team.  

5,- Expenses for food for the Lord Mayor and food and hospitality for guests of the Lord Mayor. 
We do not cover expenses for food specifically for the Lord Mayor, but do meet the costs of hospitality for guests when the Lord Mayor is undertaking official duties.  The cost of hospitality for 2014/2015 was £6,354.86 and this was for small receptions and teas hosted by the Lord Mayor. 

6, Living or accommodation expenses claimed by the Lord Mayor 
We do not provide any living or accommodation expenses to the Lord Mayor.
7,  Expenses for travel within the UK. 
We do not provide any travel expenses for the Lord Mayor as the civic vehicle is used to transport the Lord Mayor. 

8, Expenses for travel outside the UK but within the EU. 
The Lord Mayor did not undertake any travel outside of the UK and therefore there were no expenses.
9, Expenses for travel outside the EU. 
The Lord Mayor did not undertake any travel outside the EU and therefore there were no expenses.
10, Estimated cost of the office space occupied by the office of the Lord Mayor 
As noted above there is no dedicated office team to support the Lord Mayor. 

11, Cost of official photographs.
Official photos are provided by our internal marketing team and there are no costs charged to us.
12, Cost of each Lord Mayor's dinner/celebrations/parties. 
The Lord Mayor did not host any dinners, celebrations or parties – all hospitality costs are included above.
13, Cost of insurance per year for the Lord Mayor’s regalia (including chain of office) 
The annual insurance cost for the Lord Mayor’s regalia and robes is £220.
