315 are being home educated this academic year.
2.      The number of children being home schooled in the academic years 2010/11, 2011/12, 2012/13 and 2013/14.
These are the numbers of children home educated in previous academic years:

2010/11: 254

2011/12: 375

2012/13: 451

2013/14: 553

3.      Any information on the monitoring systems in place for these children to ensure they are making expected levels of progress.

An Officer is employed to work with Elective Home Educating families.  This officer offers support to Elective Home Educating families and considers, in partnership with home-educating parents, whether the evidence demonstrates that their child is making age-related progress.  As Local Authorities do not routinely monitor home educating families (see Guidelines for LAs 2007)  and as home educating families are not required to follow the National Curriculum (See Guidelines to LAs 2007) Leicester City Council contacts families as it becomes aware of a family home educating and discusses the education they are offering their child or children.
