Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked for:
The information requested relates to the implementation by your council of the Care Act 2014 which came into force on April 1st 2015. 

We would like to know:

1. What actions your council has taken to comply with Clause 2 of the Care Act 2014 (“Preventing needs for Care and Support”).
To embed the preventative approach required by the Care Act all social work staff received training on The Care Act prior to its implementation, and guidance for staff has been developed which incorporates Clause 2 of the Care Act; assessments have been revised to include Care Act requirements, including prevention. We have developed an information, advice and guidance strategy which signposts people to preventative services in the community; this includes an e-directory. The Council has commissioned a range of low level preventative services, including information, advice and guidance; low level mental health services; and services for carers.  The council commissions an independent living service for non-eligible users.  The Council continues to roll out a programme of changing places toilets across the city to support access to universal services.  The council continues to offer a reablement service; assistive technology and adaptations; intermediate care; an integrated crisis response service with health.  The council commissions a range of services to reduce or prevent the need for residential or nursing care, including domiciliary care, community opportunities, respite, supported living, extra care.  The council commissions dementia services including memory cafes.  The Council has worked with community groups in co-producing preventative services for older people, developing individual and community resilience. 
2 a) Whether you have developed a ‘local approach to prevention’ as per Section 2.23 of the Care and Support Statutory Guidance (“Developing a local approach to preventative support”) published in October 2014.
This is currently in development.

b) And whether this approach clearly specifies and includes a range of examples of all three types of prevention set out in Chapter 2 of the Care and Support Statutory Guidance (“Preventing, reducing or delaying needs”) published in October 2014.

3 a) Whether you have developed a ‘commissioning strategy for prevention’ as per 2.24 of the Care and Support Statutory Guidance (within “Developing a local approach to preventative support”) published in October 2014.
This is part of the overall commissioning strategy for Adult Social Care. A key aim of ASC Strategic Commissioning Strategy (2015-19) is to prevent, postpone and minimise the need for formal care and support by commissioning a system that promotes independence and wellbeing.   And this is supported through delivery against the strategic objective to support market development of services that provide access to early intervention and prevention.

b) And whether this clearly specifies and includes a range of examples of all three types of prevention set out in Chapter 2 of the Care and Support Statutory Guidance (“Preventing, reducing or delaying needs”) published in October 2014.
