5. How many pupils in year 3 have been admitted as an oversubscription for the current academic year? - what were the reasons/criterion for them qualifying as an oversubscription, and were they all as a result of an appeals decision (mindful  of DPA, I don’t need personal data)?
In the current academic year 3 there have been 2 places allocated above the Published Admission Number as overfill. These children qualify as overfill where they are both new to the area and there is no school available to attend within 2 miles.

6. What has been the largest year 3 class size in the last 5 years?
39 pupils at Mowmacre Hill Primary School in 2014.  Figures taken from comparison of Spring (January) census collections between 2011-2015.

7. What is the largest class size of any primary school under the authority of the Leicester City Council? 
‘Foundation Stage’ class (also known as a Nursery class) @ Coleman Primary School, consisting of 41 pupils.  Figures taken from Spring (January) census 2015.

8. What is the largest year 3 class size in any primary school under the authority of the Leicester City Council? 
There are 3 classes that consist of 33 pupils each @ St. John The Baptist, Herrick Primary, and Christ The King Primary School.  Figures taken from Spring (January) census 2015.
9. What are the current classroom structures at the school?
The requester has subsequently provided the following clarification to this question:  Structural changes to the School i.e. portacabins, extensions etc.


There are no portacabins on site.  The 2011 capital project included 
internal partitioning to change an open plan school into dedicated teaching 
basis.  Along with a brick extension to provide a classroom to replace a 
mobile, a studio hall, food tech room and changing rooms.

10. What classroom restructuring has occurred at the school to accommodate more pupils/demand in the last 3 years and when was the latest set of changes made if applicable and what did this achieve?
