For clarification, please note that NONE of the pet shops licensed by Leicester City Council have opted to sell puppies or dogs. If they were to be sold, such activity would soon come to the attention of the Licensing Team because the public are so concerned about the welfare of animals, particularly puppies and dogs.
1. Council policy relating to pet shop puppy trading
ANSWER:  Leicester City Council does not have a policy relating to pet shop puppy trading.
2. A description of the process by which Council ensures pet shops do not sell puppies / dogs without informing you, either at the licence application / renewal stage or through variation in an existing licence
The pet shop application/renewal form asks the question if puppies and kittens are to be sold from the shop and it asks for the proposed numbers of each type of animal.

3. A description of the process by which Council addresses breaches of its policy on pet shop licenses
If there were a breach of the conditions attached to a pet shop licence such as stocking types or numbers of animals which had not previously been agreed between the applicants, the Council and its appointed vet, prosecution of the licence holder may be pursued
4. A description of any procedure in place to invite, field and address notifications of breaches of Council policy on puppy trading from the public.
Complaints from members of the public would be dealt with under the standard Leicester City Council procedure by Licensing Enforcement Officers.

5. If Council includes a minimum age for puppies at sale, a description of the method by which Council enforces this regulation
