There are a number of data sets that can be accessed through the site.

The UK Business Counts data set for example provides data relating to the number of businesses within an area by size, industry area, date year (2015 is the latest) and public/ private sectors.

Other information available for example requires a license.  BRES (Business Register & Employment Survey) Data shows the number of employees and employment by standard industrial classifications.  It also includes full and part time employment.  The latest data is for 2014.  

In both the examples above information is not available for individual companies.  To access this you would have to use a business database such as Mint and Fame (Bureau Van Dijk http://www.bvdinfo.com/en-gb/home).  This uses information gained from Companies House.  Again this would require a licence.  

For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, e.g. as it is already in the public domain.
