Reason for introduction: To control the problems associated with street drinking that impacts on the quality of life for residents, visitors and businesses. Street drinking is sometimes associated with ASB including rowdy and nuisance behaviour, noise, harassment and intimidation in addition to the littering of cans and bottles and public urination. There are further concerns with underage drinking, sexual activity, criminal damage and substance misuse. The previous street drinking order only covered the city centre causing a displacement effect. Therefore a city-wide order was introduced.
