Whilst Leicester City Council doesn’t fund the above, however it has been a partner of the East Midlands Anti Trafficking Partnership since its inauguration in January 2014 and does take this area of work seriously.  The Terms of Reference for this group are attached.     

The aims of the East Midlands anti‐human trafficking partnership are to co‐ordinate local efforts to raise public awareness of human trafficking and slavery; support the work of the police in their efforts to detect human trafficking and bring suspects to justice and provide help for rescued victims of human trafficking/slavery.

Leicester City Council has also worked with some local organisations to bring together an anti-human trafficking partnership for Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland (LLR).  In addition to Leicester City Council, invited participants included Leicestershire Police, Leicestershire Partnership Trust, University Hospitals Leicester, local Clinical Commissioning Groups, and the Red Cross.  This group is still in its early stages, and does not yet have an action plan.
