1. Could you clarify what the responses relate to in terms of the teams and services for Common Mental Health, Young People Leaving Care/Complex Health, General Learning Disabled.  
ANSWER:  
Connexions Leicester City provides targeted Information Advice and Guidance services for young people with special educational needs and disability (SEND) and other vulnerable groups including Teen parents, Looked after Children, Youth Offending Service.
2. What are the names of these relevant needs-based services?
Connexions Leicester City

3. Are the ‘staff compliment that are focused on EET’ distinct staff or embedded Connexions, Adult Skills and Learning or Economic Regeneration Apprenticeship and Step-up project staff working closely with such services?
The staff compliment that are focused on EET are all embedded Adult Skills, Connexions, and Economic Regeneration Apprenticeship & Step-up project staff. Adult Skills get referrals from other services and Connexions staff responsibility is to support EET activity for young people and advisers are employed to carry out this work. 
4. Essentially, how does line management work for the ‘staff compliment focused on EET’?
Adult Skills manage the staff in that area and this is the same for Connexions staff who direct line manage staff in teams/services.
The Economic Regeneration service provides strategic support around employment skills and training.  At present the team have 2 projects running called Apprenticeship Hub and Step-Up and these projects support young people into either apprenticeship opportunities or work placement opportunities within in the City Council or with external businesses / organisations.

5. Do any of the staff cover adults 19/25-60 year olds… rather than just NEET (16-18 or 16-24)?
99% of Adult Skills Learners are 19/24+
Within the economic regeneration service at present staff are focused on young people.
