You asked for:
This request is directed specifically to the Register Office. I understand that there is no obligation to register a premises as a place of worship and that the Church of England is exempt from this altogether. The four questions below therefore refer only to the cases reported to the Register Office:

 In each of the past ten years:

1. How many applications have you received to register a building/site/premises as a place of worship? How many of these were granted/refused?
· Please provide a breakdown, for each year, of this figure by faith and denomination (eg: Pentecostal/Evangelical/Adventist/Catholic Christian, Hindu, Jewish, Sikh, Muslim, Quaker etc).

2. How many applications have you had to change an existing place of worship from one religious faith/denomination to another (and/or applications to register a place of worship in a building that was previously registered as a place of worship for a different faith/denomination)? How many of these were granted/refused?
· Please list the cases and cite the original and new faith/denomination.

3. On how many occasions was the Register Office informed that an existing place of worship was to cease operating as a place of worship (eg: closure, demolition, conversion to non-religious use etc)?
· Please list the cases and the faith/denomination.

4. How many applications have you received from non-Church of England Christian denominations registering to share a Church of England church or chapel?
· Please list the cases and the faith/denomination.

5. Could you please provide me with an up-to-date list of all the places of worship currently registered in the area?

Registration officers and anyone who acts on their behalf in carrying out statutory registration duties are outside the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. Superintendent registrars and registrars are not a public authority as defined in the Act and, therefore, are not subject to its provisions. Data held by them - including information held in connection with premises certified under the Places of Worship Registration Act 1855 and premises subject to a sharing agreement under the Sharing of Church Buildings Act 1969  - is thus not subject to disclosure under the Freedom of Information Act.

A full list of places certified for religious worship under the Places of Worship Registration Act 1855 and registered for marriage (opposite and same sex marriage) under the Marriage Act 1949. This is updated quarterly.
