This was an event organised by the Highcross Shopping Centre, a private company.  The Council was not involved in the planning, booking or execution of this event.

2) A total and breakdown of costs to your authority of facilitating this visit (to include, but not limited to, staff time and wages, security, extra street-cleaning, marketing (including social media)
There was no cost to the Local Authority. The event was organised by the Highcross Shopping Centre and the event took place on their private land. No road closures were needed and the cleaning costs were met by the Highcross.

3) Details of any gifts/free items given to WCC staff or councillors including beverages.
No gifts or free items were given to LCC staff or Councillors in their official capacity.

4) Did the authority give anything 'in kind' to Coca-Cola employees or its agents (including parking) and what would have been the cost of this?
No, the event was organised by the Highcross Shopping Centre. 

5) Did the authority pass on any charges etc to Coca-Cola or its agents.

There were no applicable charges.
6) Please provide copies of any marketing materials / press releases used to promote the visit including on social media.
This was led by Coca Cola, there was not promotion through Leicester City Council.

6) Please confirm if your authority is responsible for public health in your area and, if so, what does it spend on campaigns promoting healthy lifestyles?

Leicester City Council undertake marketing and communications activity looking to promote healthy lifestyles focusing on increasing physical activity, improving diet, smoking cessation, reducing alcohol, NHS health checks and that support national Public Health England matters such as Change for Life, Sugar Smart and One You. Where possible we use existing national materials to support activity.

Public Health fund a FTE grade 7 post (£26,293 – £28,746) within the communications and marketing, digital media, press, graphics and print team. This funding is spread across the functions.
